f) It attempts to make the acquisition of information and the practice of skills an enjoyable, co-operative and nc
competitive venture on the part of the child, his friends and the teacher

g)As the series is likely to be used both in urban and rural schools, it tries to tell the city child something about ville
problems, and the village child something about urban problems.

h) It fries to produce in the child who uses it a questioning attitude with regard to everything about his surroundin
The emphasis is not on giving information, but on getting the child to find out for himself, and when he has done this
